Emilia Postolache is currently preparing her doctoral thesis at the University of Bucharest, as a full time Ph. D. student (beginning with October 2005), being supervised by prof. Radu Surdulescu. The doctoral research project titled Rewriting Genocide. Post-War Perspectives in the Discourses of American Literature and Cinema constitutes a Foucauldian analysis of the American literary and film discourses on the topic of genocide, which started to develop in the 1960s America, and which flourished during the multicultural period, as a various minority groups’ favourite ethnic definer to be incorporated in the American victim contests. The paper tackles various instances of genocide and genocidal mass murders as they were capitalised upon both by ethnic minorities and American mainstream in their literary and film discourses. Out of the 10-chapter research project, four deal with the Holocaust as part of legislative, historical, psychoanalytical / psychiatric, literary and cinema discourses issued both by Jewish-Americans and American mainstream. To the latter, one has to add recent Romanian discourses on the topic of genocide in Transnistria (e.g. Norman Manea). 

It is expected that Ms. Emilia Postolache successfully finish her Ph.D thesis during this project period, following overlapping between her doctoral project and this project scope and due to the inherent opportunities available within it (research periods abroad; full-time collaboration with the senior researchers included in the project; better research databases).
